On opening the kiln two days later 
we found that yes, we had overfired, 

cones 8 and 9 were well and truly 
flattened, but that there had been no 

catastrophies or losses.  Yay! 

 
 

 

On 30th Nov the Wed night class fired the gas kiln 
in a reduction firing. Teacher Lynette was greatly 

assisted by Maurice Heim who has performed many 
a reduction firing in earlier years and was keen to 

get back into this type of firing method. For those 
who have not experienced reduction firing 

previously, there are many beautiful glazes which 
can only be achieved in a reduction firing......such 

as celadons, copper reds, chuns and the like. 
Reducing the atmosphere in the kiln (starving it of 

oxygen by closing off the flue/chimney) causes a 
chemical reaction in the glazes.  

 
Firing started at 3pm, with 19c ambient temp., 60 

gas cylinder pressure, the burners at 5kpa, the flue and spy-hole open. Firing in the 

gas kiln is much faster than the electric kilns, and in just over an hour we were up to 
400c with the flue still fully open but the spy-hole closed. 

 
Pressure was gradually raised, to 7.5, then 10, when temp was at 

650c. At 6.45pm raised pressure to 15, and at 7pm raised to 20, 
and at 7.30 to 30. When temp was on 820c at 8pm we started 

reduction with the flue closed off at 2”. In 10 minutes we had a 
12” flame out of the flue, and a flame out of the now open 

spyhole, a beautiful green/yellow/blue flame. Over the next two 
hours we took the gas pressure up to 45,and the temp up to 

1242c, opening the flue slightly 
more, turning off and closing all 

holes at 10.13pm. 
Our only concern was that we 

could not properly see the cones and were afraid 

that we may have over-fired. 
 

I was particularly pleased with 
my celadon crackle bowl and 

plate (detail right ) and was 
able to listen to them crackle 

for days, and give them an ink 
wash which worked extremely well. They now reside in the Clay 

Art Benowa Gallery if you‟d like to see them. 
 

Our Wednesday night class is chomping at the bit to try more 
reduction firings in 2012.  Looking forward to the next 

adventure.

Then walk 
down the driveway to where you will find the pottery and gallery, 
marked with festive flags.  A pathway and steps will take you down 
but caution if it has been wet. 
 

The Open Day was much later in the year than usual as Suvira had workshop 
and teaching commitments that put his annual time schedule out of kilter.  
Watch for this annual event to be held 
eaerlier than December this year.  
Suggest you take a thermos and eats 
with you and have a picnic en route.  
You might like to stop at the Crystal 
Castle just outside Mullumbimby which 
is on the way.  This stop will take you 
some time as there are lots to see.  

Suvira was most welcoming and is an artist of many talents.  We 
were privileged to see some of his more recent sculptures in the garden.  His gallery is well lit in an unusual 
building which I will leave for you to discover for yourself.  I was most interested in his wall plaques  
(below) which I had seen at the Tweed River Art Gallery.  Of course, I shopped too!  Watch for SǳǾƛǊŀΩǎ 
2012 event days.

and a fashion parade featuring Bromley fabrics and 
designs. 
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The David Bromley Story continues  
The 51 year old self taught artist was born in England and immigrated to 
Australia at the age of four.  So what were his early artistic influences?  

1950‟s Boys Own  adventure comics and Andy Warhol. 

 
 

Bromley‟s family immigrated to Australia 
from Sheffield, England when he was four. A 

self taught artist, this creative powerhouse 
was exhibiting Australia wide in his early 

twenties.  His works are now recognized by 
collectors and galleries internationally.  

Bromley has been a 
finalist in the prestigious 

Archibald Prize 6 times.   
 

Andy Warhol was an 
early influence on his 

work and you can see 
that demonstrated in his use of reductive colours, graphic style 

and the simplified forms of his nudes.  They are often 

accompanied by flowers and butterflies alluding to beauty and 
fertility. Bromley‟s portrayal of children is one of pure innocence, 

inspired by books from the 1950‟s especially the distinct imagery 
from the Boys Own comics. ñI find this imagery poignant in so  

many ways and a wonderful vehicle for telling tales  of what it is to be alive and to be 
on the  journey that is our life.ò  

 
You can still see some of David‟s works at Gallery One. Don‟t miss the experience of 

seeing them in person. Even the sight of the „flying boy‟ brass sculpture as you walk 
into the gallery is thrill enough.  You‟ll find Gallery One right opposite the Ferry Road

TIPS AND TRICKS FROM POTTERS AROUND THE WORLD

HOW TO CATCH THOSE RUNNY GLAZES THAT DESTROY POTS AND KILN SHELVES!  Lately at the potters 
Benowa, Maurice has spent hours with his head enclosed in a mask and ear muffs, covered in ceramic 
dust, grinding glaze off kiln shelves. It’s a horrible sound and seriously hard work.  Here is a brilliantly 
simple way to avoid the problem sent in to the Ceramic Arts Daily WHY DIDN’T I THINK OF THAT 
segment. 
 
Some of our glazes can be very runny and we need to 
have something to put under them to protect our kiln 
shelves. We keep thin, dry paper-clay sheets on hand to 
cut for placing under the pieces. A quick brushing of kiln 
wash makes them slightly pliable and lay flat. 
The sheets and pots are placed in the kiln and the excess 
sheet is cut away between the pieces. For some of our 
pots, we also use a wadding made of equal parts sand 
and ball clay. It is crumbly enough to grind away easily.

¶ All equipment used must be cleaned before leaving. 
 

¶ Slab-roller cloths to be washed out in deep sink. May be hung to dry over verandah railing until 
you leave ς then spread over wedging table.  Please wipe off handle and leave clean for next 
user. 

 

¶ Extruder Wash and put all dies and fittings back in small bucket when finished.   
 

¶ Plaster moulds to be washed out carefully after use. Please handle with care and do not use 
tools to remove clay-work. 

 

¶ Boards & bats  Important…..bats & boards to be wiped off and left clean and replaced under 
slab roller table, do not put back in crates dirty.  

 

¶ Wheels. Wheels to be left washed inside and out, no clay left on wheel head, and must be 
turned off. 

 

¶ Floors can be swept and mopped in the area you have been working.  Mops, buckets, brooms 
and dustpans provided.  Just return to where you found them. 

 

¶ Secure any windows you opened, turn off hot water jug and fans, wash up any mugs used, check 
that all power points and lights are turned off, replace padlock on outside of door and snap shut.
