CHICKPEA SOUP (in last month’s newsletter!) 

 BEEF & BARLEY SOUP  

 APRICOT CHICKEN 
 THAI CHICKEN & PUMPKIN CURRY  

 BEEF STROGANOFF

1 x 500g green split peas 

2 tablespoons olive oil 
2 brown onions, chopped 

3 carrots, chopped 
4 sticks celery, chopped 

1 large ham hock 
3 litres water  

Herbs:  teaspoon thyme, oregano, ¼ cup finely 
chopped mint or 2 teaspoons dried mint flakes 

Lots of freshly ground black pepper, salt to 
taste 

 

 Soak split peas in large bowl, cover with water and soak overnight.  Drain. 
 In a large soup boiler, sauté onions, carrot and celery in oil for around 10 

minutes.   
 Add the split peas, herbs, ham hock and water.  Cover and bring to the boil 

then reduce heat to simmer, stirring frequently for around 2 hours or until the 
ham beings to fall off the bone and the soup thickens.  (Make sure the peas 

don’t stick to the bottom!) 
Use tongs to remove the ham hock and set aside until cool enough to cut the ham off 

the bone (discarding any fat).  Chop the ham and return to the soup stirring over low 
heat for around 10 minutes

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VEGETARIAN PUMPKIN & CHICK PEA CURRY 
 

1 diced onion 

2 tablespoons Thai curry paste 

1 teaspoon ground cumin 

1 kg pumpkin, cut into cubes 

250 ml vegetable stock 

140 ml can coconut milk 

¼ cup fresh coriander (if desired) 

Cook onion in a few tablespoons of oil until soft then add curry paste and cumin stirring for a few 

minutes.  Add pumpkin and stir well.  Then add stock, bring to the boil then simmer for around 15 

minutes or until pumpkin is cooked.  Stir in chick peas and coconut milk and cook until heated through 

then stir in fresh coriander. 

 

 

MOROCCAN SWEET POTATO, CARROT & 
CHICK PEA SOUP 
1 large brown onion roughly chopped 

3 garlic cloves, crushed 

1 teaspoon ground coriander 

2 teaspoons ground cumin 

1 teaspoon chilli paste 

600 g orange sweet potato, diced 

500 g carrots, sliced 

6 cups chicken stock 

300 g can chickpeas, drained and rinsed 

½ small lemon juiced 
 

1. Cook the oil in a large saucepan  and add onion and garlic.  Cook stirring frequently for around 

3 minutes.  Stir in spices.  Cook for another minute or two then add sweet potato and carrot.  

Cook (stirring often) for around 5 minutes.  Add stock.  Cover and bring to the boil.  Reduce the 

heat to low and simmer for around half an hour. 

2. Add chickpeas to the soup and simmer for around 10 minutes. 

3. Blend the soup with a hand held mixer (or a blender) until smooth.  Return saucepan to head 

and season with salt and pepper.  Stir in 1 tablespoon of lemon juice.  Heat, stirring, until hot 

but don’t boil. 

4. Top with lovely toasted croutons a little finely chopped parsley or coriander and black pepper 

and serve.    

 
EASY APRICOT CHICKEN 
1.5 kg chicken breast fillets, cubed 

1 onion finely diced 

2 stalks celery 

1 carrot finely diced 

420 g tin apricot nectar 

1 packet French onion soup mix 

 

 Sizzle onion and chicken in olive oil until lightly browned.  

Transfer to ovenproof casserole dish.  Add all other 

ingredients and stir until combined. 

 Bake in a moderate oven (175 c) for an hour or until cooked.

Yes, I have resigned from teaching the 

Wednesday night class,  but not from teaching 

how to make pots.  The passion continues in a 

different format.  Having a little caravan and a 

tough vehicle has opened up another world to 

explore. 

  

Bush cam ping on way to Boodjamulla  
 

Whilst travelling in the centre of Australia last 

year with my artist friend Lindy Davidson, we 

came across an Aranda Aboriginal Community 

at Wallace Rockhole, 120ks west of Alice 

Springs with three kilns and two wheels not 

being used.  A project set up years ago was not 

a success, so with many chats, deep thinking 

and collaboration a new program is now 

unfolding to give the equipment a second life. 

  

Boodjamulla, far north western Qld.  
  

Lucky me, I will have the company of Lindy for 

four weeks driving to Alice via western Qld. and 

Boodjamulla, [Lawn Hill], arriving in Alice for 

the Beanie festival.  Lindy will fly back home 

from Alice early July after helping me settle into 

camp life at Wallace Rockhole.  I will stay until 

end of August.

The Aranda Aboriginal Community at Wallace 

Rockhole has an art centre beside the caravan 

park, so I will be able to toddle over in my 

woollies each morning.  Yes it does get very 

cold in the desert during the winter.   

 

Caravan Park at Wallace Rockhole, late 
afternoon.  

 
The plan is to help reset up the studio for 

pottery and to teach wheel work, hand-building, 

decorating and carving to anyone who is 
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interested.  I have volunteered my time to do 

this and have asked for no payment, the 

community will supply the clay and buckets and 

I’ll do the rest.  It’s part of a three year plan of 

going back each year to teach more advanced 

skills and to rectify any problems with 

equipment. 

 

I love clay and have seen its benefits to a lot of 

people with a variety of issues and know it can 

give direction to some folk.  

 

One of the reason’s I have chosen porcelain 

clay is for its fired strength.  Both International 

and Domestic tourists visit this area and I hope 

that a small cottage industry may evolve from 

these beginnings.  We all know the focus and 

peace of mind that one feels with clay moving 

through our fingers, if this is the only outcome, 

I feel this journey will be a success.

Being only 40ks from Hermannsburg which has 

a well established group of world famous 

potters, I have felt it fairly important to teach 

techniques that do not copy their style.  

Hermannsberg potters work in Terracotta with 

beautiful decorations, we will work in Porcelain  

Using small simple shapes with carvings and 

under-glaze decorations.  

 

 

Lucky me I will also be staying for a week at 

Hermannsburg to try and sort out a firing 

problem with their kiln.  It will be delightful to 

also see these talented ladies at work.

I do feel that my part in the whole process at 

Wallace Rockhole will be as a technician, 

teaching skills and techniques for making pots, 

small sculptures, carving and decorating plus 

firing the kilns. 

  

 

My studio needed a major structural rebuild, 

the old cow shed had developed an extreme 

lean to the west, so this entailed a massive tidy 

up and from that I was able to put aside quite a 

few tools, batts, books etc to take with me for 

the new pottery in central Oz.  I am also 

purchasing litres of under-glaze colours from 

Brad at Picassos Ceramics at West Burleigh, to 

take with me as a donation to the community.  

This is a major expense and if anyone would 

like to make a donation towards this cost it 

would be very much appreciated.

Su continued 
her love of clay and delved deeply into wood firing at 
Bendigo Tafe.  Wood firing has become her passion, 
gathering respect from all as she continued probing 
this art.

Hundreds of pots are fired in a firing that takes 3 to 4 
days, massive undertaking.  Wood firers quite often 
assist each other to fire.  Dr. Owen Rye regularly 
invites Su to fire work with him.  In September 2010,

The successful exhibition was about the bushfires 
around Bendigo and held in Sydney in August at the 
Kerrie Lowe Gallery. 

 
October 2010 saw Su in Gulgong again for the opening 
of a group exhibition at the Front Room Gallery.  The 
potters and pots in this exhibition are appearing in a
