1. Two adjustable stands [ height & width] that will hold a crossbar which will pull
out to the width required to hold the fabric you need to drape down to make
a soft curve to stand your work on to
close to the fabric to avoid shadows.

2. Two rolls of fabric 1.7mts wide 3.1mtrs long of different colours [1 white 01l
cream] choose the colour that best suits your work, then slide the cross bar
through the tube and place on stands, tighten.

3. Two rolls of fabric [same colours] 1mtr wide to use for sm all work.

It would be good to have two people working together to help each other.
However you will need to have your own camera.

Please use carefully o From the black bag take out the adjustable bar which should be
twisted to loosen then lengthen and then twisted to hold firm at the length you want it.
With a little experimenting and care you will soon see how to open the legs, fix in place,
then adjust the u p and down height on the posts and tighten the knobs to hold in place.

Small work ; place the uprights either side of the wedging table at the door end of room,

use one of the small rolls of fabric and pull it down onto the table. Make sure there is no

light from the door or windows in your shot. Pull blinds down on windows behind urn. Pull

the fabric out to the end of the table, maybe you will need to put a weight on the fabric

to hold in place for small pots, keep weight well out of shot. Wrap two bricks in newspaper
for this.

Large pots; suggest you move the small  work table near the kiln room door out of the

way. Set up the stands in front of that door than use as above using large roll of fabric. For
this shot it would be good to have your camera on a stand too, to save getting down low.
But that will be up to you. Maybe just sitting on a chair will get you set for the shot. By

having the fabric set up in this space you will avoid all unnecessary light getting into your

shot. Our workroom is not a good  place to take photos without taking care to avoid the

light from the windows. Have a good look around first.

Conditions ; Try to pick a bright day, put the overhead lights on, and check they do not

reflect in your glaze, close the blinds, try to avoid us ing flash at all.

Another space to use, If conditions are right [no wind 0 sun dshadows] you could set up on
the verandah of the Gallery just using the daylight to avoid reflection of flash on your pots.
Please take care to return the equipment as you fou nd it for the next user. And do be
careful handling the fabric; we dondt want t ¢
